TREASURERO®S REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2009

President Sheila Brooks asked me to report to the membership on expenses and income for
the year of 2009.

In this newsletter is contained the recap of 2009. Our membership substantially increased
this year and is reflected in the report. We had a successful fashion show luncheon and a
rummage sale and our receipts reflect we raised the money budgeted for the year. Susan
Helsel did a great job with the raffles at our meetings and increased our treasury by $281.00.

As the yearly report reflects, our major expenses were the NFRW convention and the AZFRW
Convention and the State meetings (formerly the quarterly meetings.) These three items were
almost $2100.00. We did not spend all of the money allocated to the state meeting expense,
as we decided to pay only registration for the majority of the members attending. The din-
ners and luncheons became so expensive that the Executive Board realized there was no way
we could pay these items and stay within budget.

The Executive Board decided to send the invitations for the Membership Tea and the Christ-
mas party to the members by Email, saving the club a great deal of expense for printing and
postage.
