Donna Marshak, and Recording Secretary Susan Helsel.  Corresponding Secretary Maryanne 
Caccamo was excused. 
 
The Invocation was given by Chaplain Marla McCall. 
 
The Pledge of Allegiance and Americanism Thought was given by Becky Groves. 
 
AFRW Raffle Tickets: President Sheila Brooks showed a picture of the necklace that will be 
raffled off on Saturday October 27th at the AFRW biennial convention.  The tickets will cost $5.00 
for one or a book of  5 for $25.00.
