Tomas Jeffersomat 33 years of age took three years and revised Virginia's legal code and wrote a
statute for Religious Freedom.

He wrote: "Because religious belief, or ndvelief, is such an important part of every person's life, free-
dom of religion affects every individual. Religious institutions that use government power in support of
themselves and force their views on persons of other faiths, or of no faith, undermine all our civil rights.
More over, state support of an established religion tends to make the clergy unresponsive to their own
people, and leads to corruption within religion itself. Erecting the "wall of separation between church
and state," therefore, is absolutely essential in a free society."

In other words, he wanted everyone to be able to practice their religion without the interference

In 1808, Tomas Jefferson said in response to the Baptists of Virginia, "We have solved, by fair ex-
periment, the great and interesting question whether freedom of religion is compatible with order in
government and obedience to the laws. And we have experienced the quiet as well as the comfort which
results from leaving every one to profess freely and openly those principles of religion which are the in-
ductions of his own reason and the serious convictions of his own inquiries."

In 1815 he said, "Religion, as well as reason, confirms the soundness of those principles on which our
government has been founded and its rights asserted."He said in 1819, "The constitutional freedom of
religion is the most inalienable and sacred of all human rights."

It is a known fact that the founders debated long and hard over religion and wrote the constitu-
tion to make sure that government didn't interfere with the practice of religiofso, America is a Chris-
tian nation, founded on Christian beliefs. No matter how many different religions come to America, the
basic religion of America is Christian.

Not only our President but many people are trying to change that. Christians are under attack. All
our Christian beliefs are under attack as well. We must stand firm and not allow this to happen.
