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Americanism by LaJuana Gillette

think. | have decided on the Constitution which is so important, now &
more than ever.

Our club under the leadership of Diane Klostermier has under-
taken a project to educate our children and adults about the Constitu-
tion, our flag and Americanism. | think that is extremely important at this time when our
Constitution is so misinterpreted and so misunderstood by so many Americans.

America is a nation of freedom and laws, founded upon a written Constitution,
which is itself an extension of the particular character of the leaders and pioneers who
settled in America. At the time it was conceived, our Constitution, and the system of
government it described, was unique in the world.

It was intended to be so. It was written to prevent abuse by government which
was so common in the British-ruled America. The Constitution created a different na-
tional culture which over the centuries has produced material prosperity even beyond
the hope of the founders. It has also produced the freedoms they envisioned and car-
ried forward the moral backbone on which all else is supported.

Sometimes we have unknowingly and gradually exchanged many of our original
freedoms for fleeting guarantees of personal and material security, and our moral roots
for passing pleasure.

We have passed laws and judgments which make it difficult to recover those free-
doms or moral foundations, and created a culture which paints such efforts as uncaring
or totalitarian. We, as Republicans have received the bunt of this accusation from the
liberals.

We have lost the faith in a Superior Being, once nearly universal, that is the basis
for granting freedom, caring for one’s neighbors, and establishing a common morality.
For nearly two hundred years, immigrants came to America with the vision to become
Americans. While they honored their roots within their homes, families and often com-
munities, they joined the nation as Americans. Their efforts helped build and defend this
country. Not so today. Many of the immigrants coming to America today are coming ille-
gally, don’t want to learn our language and want to remain loyal to their home country.
They come for jobs, yes, but they also come to take advantage of our systems, i.e. wel-
fare and anchor babies.

Now we disparage Americanism. The same Americanism which enticed so many
millions of foreign nationals to leave their ancestral homes and come here to be Ameri-
cans and work for America.. The same Americanism that drove the Founding Fathers to
risk everything for a new and free nation, and countless men and women in uniform to
risk and give their lives on its behalf. Men and Women who are still risking their lives to-
day on the battlefield for our freedom.
