Legislative Update

Pro-Life Victories!!!

We have recently seen many pro-life victories in Arizona. Planned
Parenthood has stopped offering abortions at 7 of its 10 Arizona facilities
due to recent legislative changes. Some of these legislative changes
include requiring women to meet face-to-face with a doctor 24 hours
before an abortion takes place, allowing only a doctor to perform a
surgical abortion (not a nurse practitioner), and allowing a medical
professional who is morally opposed to abortion the right to refuse
performing such procedures. The new law was passed two years ago but
has been held up in the courts ever since. This summer the Arizona
Court of Appeals upheld the law and it has been allowed to go into affect.

Several other pro-life bills have recently been passed and signed into
law. They include:

HB 2416 - Requires a woman seeking an
abortion to have an ultrasound first and includes
