Every 

day more and more candidates add their 

websites to the list, so in one easy loca-

tion you can search the merits of McCain 

vs. Hayworth, or Bowers vs. Beauchamp, 

along with keeping up with all of the 

other state races. 

We have been forced to raise our dues 

to $25. This is not because of rising ad-

ministrative costs of the Verde Valley 

Board, which are flat, but Federal and 

State dues increases that we have ab-

sorbed for the past two years. Lunch will 

also increase by $1, to $16, due to in-

creases outside of our control.
