The Governor wants the legislature to go into a special session. At this point, we are not sure there is
legislative support for the idea. Governor Brewer would like us to change how Arizona determines our un-
employment rate so that the federal government will continue to give extended unemployment benefits to
approximately 15,000 people. If we do not go into special session, these individuals will receive 79 weeks or
approximately 18 months of unemployment payments. If we make the legislative change, they will receive
an additional 20 weeks of unemployment payments for a total of 99 weeks or almost two years.

Many Republican legislators, including myself, have concerns. Even though the extra money will
come from the federal government and not state funds, we still know that it is your taxpayer money and that
the federal government is already borrowing money to pay its bills. On the other hand, legislators are mind-
ful that families who legitimately can't find work, may need these extra funds.
